JOHN PAUL II’S KEY TO ENDING TERRORIST
ORGANIZATIONS

When the war in Afghanistan
started, St. John Paul I
urged world leaders to root
out the causes of terrorism.

: In 2002 St. John Paul II wrote his an-
Sy | nual message for the World Day for
Peace when the war in Afghanistan was
i )2} only just beginning.
: - He was saddened by the tragedy of
9/11, but also worried by the global response to terrorist organizations.
On one hand, St. John Paul II did recognize the right to defend one’s country from terrorism.

There exists therefore a right to defend oneself against terrorism, a right which, as always, must be
exercised with respect for moral and legal limits in the choice of ends and means. The guilty must be

correctly identified, since criminal culpability is always personal and cannot be extended to the na-
tion, ethnic group or religion to which the terrorists may belong.

Yet, he also believed military defense was not the only option. He advocated for the elimination of
the root causes of terrorist organizations.

International cooperation in the fight against terrorist activities must also include a courageous
and resolute political, diplomatic and economic commitment to relieving situations of oppression
and marginalization which facilitate the designs of terrorists. The recruitment of terrorists in
Jact is easier in situations where rights are trampled upon and injustices tolerated
over a long period of time.

Terrorist organizations will be bred in situations of oppression and poverty. If the underlying condi-
tions of terrorism are not rooted out, it will only come back even stronger.
Furthermore, terrorism must not be endorsed by any religion or moral leader.

The various Christian confessions, as well as the world’s great religions, need to work together
to eliminate the social and cultural causes of terrorism. They can do this by teaching the
greatness and dignity of the human person, and by spreading a clearer sense of the oneness of
the human family. This is a specific area of ecumenical and interreligious dialogue and cooperation,
a pressing service which religion can offer to world peace.

In particular, I am convinced that Jewish, Christian and Islamic religious leaders must now take the
lead in publicly condemning terrorism and in denying terrorists any form of religious or moral le-
gitimacy.

Above all, the road to peace can only be established through forgiveness.

By contrast, the failure to forgive, especially when it serves to prolong conflict, is extremely costly in
terms of human development. Resources are used for weapons rather than for develop-
ment, peace and justice. What sufferings are inflicted on humanity because of the failure to rec-
oncile! What delays in progress because of the failure to forgive! Peace is essential for de-
velopment, but true peace is made possible only through forgiveness.

Terrorist organizations will continue to thrive in the world until peace and reconciliation can be es-
tablished and the root causes of terrorism are eliminated.

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which enriches every heart. I invite you to become carriers and withesses of my

peace to this unpeaceful world. Let peace reign in the whole world which is with-
out peace and longs for peace. I bless you with my motherly blessing. Thank you
for having responded to my call.”

April 25, 2009 "Dear children! Today I call you all to pray for peace and to witness
it in your families so that peace may become the highest treasure on this peaceless
earth. I am your Queen of Peace and your mother. I desire to lead you on the way
of peace, which comes only from God. Therefore, pray, pray, pray. Thank you for
having responded to my call.”

April 2, 2012 "Dear children, As the Queen of Peace, I desire to give peace to you,
my children, true peace which comes through the heart of my Divine Son. As a
mother I pray that wisdom, humility and goodness may come to reign in your
hearts; that peace may reign; that my Son may reign... When my Son will be the
ruler in your hearts, you will be able to help others to come to know Him. When
heavenly peace comes to rule over you, those who are seeking it in the wrong
places, thus causing pain to my motherly heart, will recognize it. My children,
great will be my joy when I see that you are accepting my words and that you de-
sire to follow me. Do not be afraid, you are not alone. Give me your hands and I
will lead you. Do not forget your shepherds. Pray that in their thoughts they may
always be with my Son who called them to withess Him. Thank you."

December 25, 2016 (Jakov) "Dear children! Today, on this day of grace, in a spe-
cial way, I am calling you to pray for peace. Children, I came here as the Queen of
Peace and how many times have I called you to pray for peace. But, children, your
hearts are restless. Sin is preventing you from opening yourselves completely to
grace and peace which God desires to give you. To live peace, my children, is to
first have peace in your hearts and to be surrendered completely to God and to His
will. Do not seek peace and joy in the things of this world, because this is all pass-
ing. Long for true mercy and peace which come only from God; and only in this
way will your hearts be filled with true joy; and only in this way will you be able to
become witnesses of peace in this peaceless world. I am your mother and inter-
cede before my Son for each of you. Thank you for having responded to my call."

March 25, 2021 "Dear children! Also, today I am with you to tell you: Little chil-
dren, who prays does not fear the future and does not lose hope. You are chosen
to carry joy and peace, because you are mine. I have come here with the name
'Queen of Peace' because the devil wants peacelessness and war, he wants to fill
your heart with fear of the future - but the future is God's. That is why, be humble
and pray, and surrender everything into the hands of the Most High Who created
you. Thank you for having responded to my call.”

Let us pray:

Mary, Queen of Peace, save us all, who have so much trust in you, from wars, hatred, and
oppression. Make us all learn to live in peace, and educate ourselves for peace, do what is
demanded by justice and respect the rights of every person, so that peace may be firmly
established. Amen. (Pope John Paul II, 1920-2005)
