A Spirit-Controlled
Mind

The mind of sinful man is death, but the
mind controlled by the Spirit is life and
peace;

Romans 8.6

The Bible says: ‘Those who live in accordance with the Spirit have their minds set on what the Spirit
desires. The mind governed by the flesh is death, but the mind governed by the Spirit is life and
peace’ (vv. 5-6 NIV). In other words, the Holy Spirit is the non-anxious presence of God working in
your life. You either give your mind over to the control of external influences and circumstances, or
you give it over to the control of the Holy Spirit. What would a life like that look like? Well, imagine not
being so fearful anymore. Imagine facing financial difficulties or an irate boss with inner poise and

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resolve. Imagine receiving bad news and generating constructive ways to solve the problem rather
than spiraling through the worst-case scenarios. Imagine facing rejection and obstacles without giving
in to discouragement. Imagine acknowledging the mistakes you've made and moving confidently into
the future. And imagine doing all this with God as your partner. Imagine people around you coming to
you when they’re upset or discouraged because your peace of mind is contagious. That's part of what
God’s called you to do every day. When you bump into people who are stressed and transmitting that
stress to others, you're supposed to be a peace disseminator. Jesus carried peace with Him wherev-
er He went. When the disciples were terrified by the storm, He simply said to the waves, Peace, be
stilll” (Mark 4:39 NKJV), and it happened. Peace doesn’t come from finding a lake with no storms; it
comes from knowing Jesus is on your boat, and with Him on board no storm can take you under.

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POPE TO LEAD ROSARY FOR PEACE IN UKRAINE & END TO
WARS WORLDWIDE

Pope Francis, in connection with international shrines worldwide, will lead a Rosary for peace from
the Basilica of St. Mary Major on 31 May for those suffering the ongoing war in Ukraine and other
wars around the world.

Pope Francis will lead a Rosary for peace as a sign of hope for those suffering from the ongo-
ing war in Ukraine and wars around the world.

The news was announced on Ascension Thursday in a statement from the Pontifical Council for
Promoting the New Evangelization.

"At the conclusion of the Marian month, Pope Fran-
cis wishes to offer a sign of hope to the world, suffer-
ing from the conflict in Ukraine and deeply wounded
by the violence of the many wars still active.”

On Tuesday, 31 May, at 6pm, the Pope will pray the
Rosary before the statue of Mary Regina Pacis in
Rome's Marian Basilica.

"All the faithful in every part of the world are invit-
ed to support Pope Francis in his prayer to the Queen
. of Peace," the statement encouraged.

The statue of Maria Regina Pacis, or "Queen of Peace", located in the left aisle of the Basilica
of St. Mary Major, has a particular history.

It was commissioned by Pope Benedict XV and made by sculptor Guido Galli, at the time the
deputy director of the Vatican Museums, to implore the Virgin Mary for an end to the First World
War in 1918.

The Madonna is depicted with her left arm raised as a sign to order the end of the war, while
with her right she holds the Baby Jesus, ready to drop the olive branch symbolising peace. Flow-
ers are sculpted on the base, symbolising the blossoming of life with the return of peace. It is
traditional for the faithful to lay small handwritten notes with prayer intentions at the feet of the
Virgin.

The Pope will lay a wreath of flowers at the feet of the image before addressing his prayer to
Our Lady and leaving his particular intention.

Various categories of people representing the faithful will be present to support the Pope's
prayer.

There will be boys and girls who have received their First Communion and Confirmation in re-
cent weeks, Scouts, families from the Ukrainian Community of Rome, representatives of the
Marian Ardent Youth (GAM), members of the Vatican Gendarmerie Corps and the Pontifical Swiss
Guard, and the three parishes in Rome named after the Virgin Mary Queen of Peace, along with
members of the Roman Curia.

As a sign of closeness to those most involved in the dynamics of these tragic events, a Ukrain-
ian family, people related to war victims, and a group of military chaplains with their respective
corps were invited to pray the decades of the Rosary.

Another important sign is the involvement of international shrines from all over the world, to-
gether with some shrines located in countries still affected by war or with strong political insta-
bility within them, which are the cause of many episodes of violence.

These shrines will pray the Rosary at the same time as the Holy Father, and will be connected
via streaming to the live broadcast from Rome.

Those shrines that will be in connection with the Pope include: Shrine of the Mother of God in
Ukraine; Cathedral of Sayidat al-Najat (Our Lady of Salvation) in Iraq; Cathedral of Our Lady of
Peace in Syria; Cathedral of Mary Queen of Arabia in Bahrain. Alongside these are the Interna-
tional Shrines: Shrine of Our Lady of Peace and Good Voyage; International Shrine of Jesus Sav-
iour and Mother Mary; Shrine of Jasna Godra; International Shrine of the Korean Martyrs; Holy
House of Loreto; Blessed Virgin of the Holy Rosary; International Shrine Our Lady of Knock;
Blessed Virgin of the Rosary; Our Lady Queen of Peace; Our Lady of Guadalupe; Our Lady of

Lourdes.

On the feast of the Annunciation on 25 March, Pope Francis consecrated all humanity—
especially Russia and Ukraine—to the Immaculate Heart of Mary toward the end of the liturgy
during the annual “24 Hours for the Lord” Lenten penitential service in St. Peter’s Basilica.
