PEACE TO THE TORMENTED SOUL

Meditation: Today, the Lord came to me and said, My daughter, help Me to save
souls. You will go to a dying sinner, and you will continue to recite the chaplet,
and in this way you will obtain for him trust in My mercy, for he is already in
despair (Diary, 1797).

Suddenly, I found myself in a strange cottage where an elderly man was dying amidst
great torments. All about the bed was a multitude of demons and the family, who were
crying. When I began to pray, the spirits of darkness fled, with hissing and threats di-
rected at me. The soul became calm and, filled with trust, rested in the Lord.

At the same moment, I found myself again in my own room. How this happens ... I do
not know (Diary, 1798).

My Prayer Response: Thank You, Jesus, for the gift of trust for the dying as we pray the
Chaplet of Divine Mercy. You dispel a multitude of demons and bring peace to the tor-

mented soul.
WHAT HAPPENS AFTER DEATH?

Often, we read or watch accounts of near-death experiences — hundreds upon hun-
dreds — and are left with absolutely no doubt not just of existence after death — and,
once Heaven is reached, an incredible, indescribable place — but also that we never lose
consciousness.

There is no “sleep” upon death. This is a misnomer. There is the rising of the spirit. In
fact, a common feature of near-death experiences regardless of religion is that on the
other side, we are far more alert and aware than ever on earth. One man said it’s like
having “fifty senses,” instead of just five.

Sharon Milliman of West Virginia, who had a near-death experience in 2005, after she
was struck by lightning, says she was taken, by Jesus, to heavenly places and glimpsed
a city of light with extraordinary colors and a beautiful “vibrational sound” coming from
everything. “The trees had a sound, the rocks had sound, the water had a sound, the
grass had a song,” she said. "When you take all those sounds and put them together,
you have the most magnificent choir and orchestra that you’ve ever heard in your life
and everything is singing praises to God.

“After I heard the music, I could see what I called the Glorious City, and it was off into
the distance. There was a bright wall of gold that goes around the city. In the middle of
the city is a round building. There are lots of buildings, but there was a big round build-
ing in the center and it had a golden dome on it. All these buildings are made of like ala-
baster, marble, and just beautiful. And the architecture is just like these columns and
archways and intricate detail carved into the marble.”

Upon death, they unanimously attest, the spirit rises out of the physical body.

Said Saint Paul (in 1 Corinthians 15):

“"But someone will say, ‘How are the dead raised? And with what kind of body do they
come?’ You fool! That which you sow does not come to life unless it dies; and that which
you sow, you do not sow the body which is to be, but a bare grain, perhaps of wheat or
of something else.

“But God gives it a body just as He wished, and to each of the seeds a body of its
own. All flesh is not the same flesh, but there is one flesh of men, and another flesh of
beasts, and another flesh of birds, and another of fish.




"There are also heavenly bodies and earthly bodies, but the glory of the heavenly is
one, and the glory of the earthly is another.

“There is one glory of the sun, and another glory of the moon, and another glory of
the stars; for star differs from star in glory.

“So also is the resurrection of the dead. It is sown a perishable body, it is raised an
imperishable body; it is sown in dishonor, it is raised in glory; it is sown in weakness, it
is raised in power; it is sown a natural body, it is raised a spiritual body. If there is a
natural body, there is also a spiritual body.

“So also it is written, ‘The first man, Adam, became a living soul.” The last Adam be-
came a life-giving spirit.

“However, the spiritual is not first, but the natural; then the spiritual. The first man is
from the earth, earthy; the second man is from heaven. As is the earthy, so also are
those who are earthy; and as is the heavenly, so also are those who are heavenly. Just
as we have borne the image of the earthy, we will also bear the image of the heavenly.”

EXORCIST DIARY #236: DEMONS ARE SORE LOSERS

Demons are sore losers and do not accept defeat. After the liberation of a severely possessed
young woman, the Team received a number of texts from the expelled demons. It was partly
written in Ukrainian, a language that young woman doesn't speak, and it said: "4 nay 3a uieto
AaiBumnHow." Google Translate rendered it: "I'm after this girl." It was signed, "666."

The texts keep taunting us and telling us to give up and let her go. They want her back ... des-
perately. Several times the demons said it explicitly: "I want her back." Another time they
texted, "I want the girl. I need her. Give her back to me soon. You can't keep this up."

The Good News is that she is indeed liberated and the demonic taunts help to confirm it-- they
were cast out and they want her back. We continue to assist her in living a solid Christian life.
She is now able to receive the sacraments and there is a peace about her that wasn't there be-
fore. She just had a wonderful Easter with family.

Even though she is liberated, the demons can still attack from the outside. This is especially
true for a high value target, which she certainly is. A few days ago, I prayed with her online dur-
ing such an attack and the demons were quickly expelled-- another sign that she is no longer
possessed.

Later, after she had gone to bed and was asleep, my phone blew up with more demonic texts.
The exchange lasted about 20 minutes. Here is an excerpt:

Demons: GET THE xxx AWAY FROM MY LITTLE GIRL STEPHEN. YOU'LL

HURT YOURSELF.

Rossetti: "May the BVM cast out the demons." [I sent a picture of Our Lady

of Guadalupe several times. This picture was especially effective during an

exorcism against the demons of impurity.]

Demons: "Why don't you go to sleep? Go to hell you xxxxx." [They then

made a comment about a specific item in my room just to let me know they

were watching me.]

Rossetti: "May the Blessed Virgin cast out the demons. May St. Joseph

terror of demons cast them out."

Demons: "Don't you know she's going to be dead soon Stephen? You're

wasting your time."

Rossetti: "May the BVM cast out the demons."

Demons: "Let the little girl come to me."

Rossetti: [I again texted a picture of Our Lady of Guadalupe several times.]

Demons: [The demons sent crass texts and pornographic images and taunts

that are not repeatable.]

Rossetti: "In Jesus' name, I command you to look at the icon of Mary for five

minutes and then leave."

Very shortly, the text messages stopped and the demons were gone. Apparently the command
to look at the icon was effective. They can't stand looking at the holy Mother of Jesus, particu-
larly these demons of impurity. And they left.

I don't engage demons in a conversation, as Pope Francis repeatedly warns against. Rather,
with each taunt, I send back a prayer either in words or in pictures such as a holy icon of the
Virgin Mary. Once again, the Virgin stomped on Satan's head (Gen 3:15)!

Their defeat in this young woman's liberation must remind the demons that their their ultimate
defeat is close at hand. When I bring up the notion that "time is short" (1 Cor 7:29) and they
will be judged for all the evil they are now doing, their reaction is strong and immediate.* It is
clear they do not want to face the final judgment and their inescapable punishment.

But for the followers of Christ: "They will see the Son of Man coming in a cloud with power and
great glory...when these signs begin to happen, stand erect and raise your heads because your
redemption is at hand” (Lk: 21:27-28).

*A line in the Rite of Exorcism reminds the demons of their impending increased punishment for
all the evil they are currently doing: "The longer you delay [leaving the possessed person], the
heavier your punishment shall be."

August 25, 2008 "Dear children! Also today I call you to personal conversion.
You be those who will convert and, with your life, will witness, love, forgive and
bring the joy of the Risen One into this world, where my Son died and where peo-
ple do not feel a need to seek Him and to discover Him in their lives. You adore
Him, and may your hope be hope to those hearts who do not have Jesus. Thank
you for having responded to my call.”
