OUR SINS ARE BURNED AWAY BY THE LIGHT
OF JESUS

It is through the radiance, the fire of Jesus,
that our sins are burned away. That’s why so
many envision fire falling from the sky. The
Lord purifies with heavenly flames that issue
from His Heart. They come from the furnace
of His love. Our evil is evaporated in the
Presence of Christ and is especially dispelled
through Confession.

Confession prepares the way for the
Eucharist and breaks the bonds of Satan. In
verbally admitting our faults we are declaring
a humility that immediately chases away
Satan. He can not stand to be in our midst.
He is the prince of pride. He cannot bear to
stand in the presence of humility. He is
powerless when a person is humble. He has
no legal right to hold terrain.

When we confess sins we are renouncing sins, which means we are renouncing the devil.
When we renounce the devil in the Name of Jesus, He has no choice but to leave. His chains are
broken. His hold on our hearts and minds is lessened or expelled altogether.

During Communion, demonic infestations are often chased from our very bodies, or from
around our families and friends.

The stronger a Confession, the more demonic residue is cleared.

The more demons that are expelled, the more peace.

That’s why I say that before receiving Communion we should pray to the Holy Spirit to reveal
any hidden faults we have never acknowledged and then take these to the confessional.

A good time for such soul searching is during Adoration. We should ask the Holy Spirit to
allow us expiation of the slightest sins.

Go back to Scripture and note the many things that are listed by Paul as infractions, things
we don’t usually take to be of much consequence. Jealousy. Outbursts of anger. Selfishness.
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They're listed in Galatians with lewd conduct and sorcery (5:19-21)! Or look at what defiles us
from today’s Mass reading (Mark 7:14-23): “Evil thoughts, unchastity, theft, murder, adultery,
greed, malice, deceit, licentiousness, envy, blasphemy, arrogance, folly.”

After we recollect all past transgressions — after we pray to heal all those we have ever hurt
— we must maintain vigilance against repeating them. Confession should be a monthly ritual to
keep ourselves pure, because when we are pure — when Christ has deigned to wipe clear the
slate of those many sins — Communion and Adoration become all the more potent. They take
on a special radiance. They sweep to the very bottom of existence and purge faults that will
otherwise cause a long purgatory.  There is nothing more enjoyable than the feeling of a
spiritual cleanliness — nor is there anything more important for the soul’s destiny.

The narrow door

Through the towns and villages Jesus went teaching, making his way to
Jerusalem. Someone said to him, “Sir, will there be only be a few saved?” He
said to them, “Try your best to enter by the narrow door, because I tell you,
many will try to enter and will not succeed.” Luke 13 : 22-24

¢ In the early days of the Medjugorje apparitions when Our Lady would appear to the
seers in the choir loft in St James church, hundreds of pilgrims would crowd around the
narrow door (pictured) to try and get access to the staircase and a place in the balcony.
Only a few ever succeeded. Access was usually by invitation only. Talk about backstage
passes!
But eventually, the local bishop put a stop to the visionaries receiving their apparitions
of Our Lady in the church and now hardly anyone looks to gain access through this
door.
In the above photograph the two chairs outside the narrow door are probably more
germane to accessing heaven than being present for any apparition in a choir loft.
One seat is for a confessor, and the other for a penitent.
The thief on the cross, who admitted his sin and asked Jesus to remember him, gained
access to Paradise by this narrow door. Jesus promised the man he would be with him
in Paradise that same day.

“Dear children, At this time, when you are celebrating the
day of All Saints, seek their intercession and prayers so that
in union with them, you may find peace. May the Saints be
your intercessors and example, that you imitate them and
live holily. I am with you and intercede before God for each
of you. Thank you for having responded to my call.” (With
Ecclesiastical approval)

Twice in this message Our Lady mentions intercession. Twice she
said "Seek their intercession..." and "May the Saints be your
intercessors..." We have all learned that the Saints can intercede
for us. We have been taught this from an early age. The Saints are powerful intercessors.

But there is another time she mentions intercession. Our Lady tells us in this message, "I am
with you and intercede before God for each of you.”" Mary, the Mother of Jesus is the most
powerful intercessor of all! Why does she remind us so strongly of intercession? I think it is
because she knows that at this moment in time, we need her and we need to call on the
intercession of all of Heaven! This is a critical moment in salvation history. And God is sending
all of heaven to intercede for us and to do battle with us!

I think there is an intense battle going on with Jesus and all his Angels and Saints on one side
and Satan and all his evil cohort on the other. I believe this battle is being fought above us, and
also in our midst. It has everything to do with our human conflicts, because Satan is making a
move to destroy as many souls as possible through terrible programs that are being established
by earthly leaders.

We can sense the battle all around us. But it is beyond us as well. I have received some
words from Our Lady that have helped me to get my bearings. I will share them with you
here. I believe that the October 25, 2024 message is a call to spiritual warfare. There is a great
battle taking place right now in the heavenlies, as I said earlier. Our job is to stay by the side of
Our Lady and pray, pray, pray. We should be calling on our intercessors, the Angels and
the Saints for help, and we should be praying the Rosary nonstop!

And on October 27, 2024 at the Grotto at Notre Dame, I heard these words: “The enemy
and your imagination are going to give you many scenarios of what is going to happen, what is
coming up, but pay no attention to them, not one of them. You will not know ahead of time
what is to happen. I will guide you and get you to the moment it happens. Then you will
know. You won’t know beforehand. Trust me. Stay small. Pray. Don’t sin. Help your brothers
and sisters. Keep your eyes on me.”

This short word brought immediate peace to my heart. Our Lady does not want us to be
trying to figure out what God is doing right now. That is a waste of time. We should instead be
praying, praying, praying! Pray for God's plan to be fulfilled. Pray for Our Lady's Heart to
Triumph. Pray the Litany of Saints to open the way for them to help us. Pray!

Finally on October 28, I heard these simple words: "“This is a time of spiritual warfare. You're
not to let your weapons down. Pray constantly. And don’t look at yourself!”

These are words from our Commander and Chief! Stand ready to fight, and pray, pray, pray!!

Thank you, everyone, for your prayers. Keep them up, pray more! And keep your eyes on
Jesus and Mary! That is what we must do!!
