CYRIL, EQUAL-TO-THE-APOSTLES & TEACHER OF THE

SLAVS

February 14

Saint Cyril was born in Thessaloniki in the early 9% century to pious parents. His family was
one of only a few Byzantines in Thessaloniki at that time since it was largely populated by
Slavs. Growing up in this situation, Cyril learned the Slavonic language, which later in life would
serve him and the Church at large. He continued his education in Constantinople with his
brother Methodios (see May 11%), each taking to their particular interests: Methodios in politics,
and Cyril in philosophy and teaching.

The two brothers were approached in 850 by Saint Photios the Great (see February 6) to
lead a diplomatic mission to the Khazars, the people who inhabited the western shore of the
Caspian Sea. Cyril and Methodios accepted this mission and departed to the North. After the
success of this trip, the brothers lived for a time in a monastery on Mount Olympus where
Methodios became a monk. At this time the brothers utilized their childhood Slavonic education
to develop a written alphabet for the Slavonic language, which to this time had never existed.
This alphabet became known as the Glagolithic Alphabet. On their own instigation, the brothers
began translating the Gospels and liturgical service books into Slavonic.

Providentially, Cyril and Methodios were again called upon for a mission, this time to travel to
Moravia to spread the Christian faith to King Rostislav (see May 11%") and his people. The
brothers departed in 862, bringing with them their Slavonic alphabet and service books. After
five years of service, the brothers made their way to Rome in 867 to have members of their
company ordained to the priesthood to aid in the missionary journey. The group of missionaries
celebrated the Divine Liturgy in Rome in the Slavonic language for the very first time with
members of their party being ordained as they intended. While in Rome, Cyril fell deathly ill. He
was tonsured a monk and died. His brother Methodios continued their missionary work, utilizing
the Glagolthic Alphabet. Cyril and his brother Methodios are commemorated together on May
11th,

POPE LEO XIV IS THE MOST HIGHLY REGARDED GLOBAL LEADER

ACCORDING TO THE WORLD'’S OLDEST PUBLIC OPINION POLL

According to Gallup International’s End of Year (EQY) Survey, Pope Leo XIV stands apart as the
only contemporary global leader with a net positive reputation worldwide—an extraordinary

result in an era defined by polarization, war, and ideological fatigue. At a time when political
authority increasingly breeds division rather than confidence, a surprising constant has emerged
from the world’s longest-running global opinion survey: the Bishop of Rome. The annual study,
conducted since 1977 by the Gallup International Association (GIA), is widely regarded as the
most comprehensive synchronized snapshot of global public opinion. The headline result is
striking. Pope Leo enjoys a 49 percent favorable rating worldwide, against 25 percent
unfavorable, with 26 percent undecided—yielding a net favorability score of +24. No other
leader measured comes close. In fact, he is the only figure with a positive global net score. His
strongest support appears in Croatia, Kenya, and Peru, while his weakest relative standings are
found in Turkey, Iraq, and Serbia. Equally telling is his geographic reach. When analysts
examined how many countries view each leader positively overall, Pope Leo again led
decisively: he registers a net positive image in 51 of the 61 countries surveyed. By comparison,
China’s President Xi Jinping reaches that threshold in 18 countries; Donald Trump and Vladimir
Putin in 13 each; India’s Narendra Modi in 11; and Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu in
just five. This measure of “national reach” arguably reveals more than global averages alone. It
suggests that the Pope’s moral authority travels across borders in a way political power simply
does not.
